Introduction

Adapter Construction

This data sheet describes several adapters. They are all similar
in that they have 28 pin PLCC test sockets and 24 pin DIP plugs.
They differ in the wiring from PLCC device to DIP plug.

The “w" in PA28-24-wP (Z)6 above identifies the adapter’s wiring.
The "Z" identifies a lidded ZIF socket. Without the "Z" it has an
Auto-eject socket. The following chart identifies all the versions
currently available.

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Adapter Dimensions

The adapter is made up of 2 sub-assemblies. They assemble via
connectors making the adapter modular. This way the sub-
assemblies can be replaced when they wear out. When
disassembling the adapter, take care not to bend the pins. When
reassembling the adapter note the pin 1 indicators to align the
parts correctly.
